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Defining the Concept of “Strategy”

— Abstract —

The word ‘strategy’ was derived from the ancient Greek word “strategos”
or “Strate‘gus", and used as a military term, However, it came to cover the
concept of political judgement in wartime and peacetime beyond the military
meaning in the complicated modern society.

The concept of strategy has not yet been deﬁned generally because it is
both intellectual and emotional — psychological. In fact, it has been used
very vaguely.

Recently this extention of concept leads to the proposal that strategy is an
art and a science at the same time,

It is necessary to define the concept of strategy because it may contribute
to achievement of political purpose by prevention and treatment of violence
and early cessation of hostilities as well as military victory. Many factors opi
erate in defining the concept. If one of them were ignored, the possibility of

defeat would be enhanced.
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There are two ways in strategy. One is from knowledge to theory and the
other is from practice to action, So, it is needed to define the concept of
strategy in terms of practice,

In coclusion, I will define the strategy as a theoretical, practical and in-
clusive concept as follows, “Strategy is an intellectual plan, an art and a sci-
ence which mobilizes a nation’s existent and potential resources fully and
makes effective use of them to reach the national goal regardless of wartime

and peacetime.”
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
